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PROPOSTA CIENTIFICA I SCIENTIFIC PROPOSAL

A SPRING SCHOOL sobre Epistemologias Globais nas Ciéncias Sociais e
Politicas propde-se estimular e acolher a comunidade cientifica no
sentido da construcdo de agendas avancadas, inovadoras e globais de
investigacdo que permitam superar a normatividade epistemoldgica
nestas areas do conhecimento.

A complexidade das realidades e dos desafios contemporaneos e a cada
vez mais evidente conexao e interdependéncia entre as varias
sociedades constituem-se enquanto processos que nao podem ser
explicados nem trabalhados a partir de uma uUnica lente disciplinar ou de
uma visao hegemoénica do conhecimento.

Ao nivel do debate cientifico, vivemos nhum tempo em que a definicao
do que é ciéncia e de quais sao as suas fronteiras se configura como
fundamental para que os cientistas sociais e politicos ndao apenas
consigam inovar em termos de producao tedrica e em termos aplicados,
como também para que possam compreender e ajudar a dar resposta
aos desafios globais da contemporaneidade. Assistimos, assim, a uma
nova fase no debate acerca do desgaste e do resgate da epistemologia,
com enfoque na critica a espacializacao do conhecimento entre Norte e
Sul Global, um processo que tem vindo a promover a dominancia de
uma légica de exclusao relativamente a este ultimo e que,
consequentemente, tem vindo a comprometer a legitimidade do
processo cientifico.

The SPRING SCHOOL on Global Epistemologies in Social and Political
Sciences aims to stimulate and welcome the scientific community
towards the construction of advanced, innovative and global research
agendas that allow overcoming the epistemological normativity in
these areas of knowledge.

The complexity of contemporary realities and challenges and the
increasingly evident connection and interdependence between the
various societies are constituted as processes that cannot be explained
or worked upon from a single disciplinary lens or hegemonic vision of
knowledge.

At the level of the scientific debate, we live in a time in which the
definition of what science is and what its frontiers are is seen as
fundamental not only for social and political scientists to be able to
innovate in terms of theoretical production and practical approaches,
but also to understand and help respond to the global challenges of
contemporaneity. We are thus witnessing a new phase in the debate
about the attrition and rescue of epistemology, with a focus on the
critique of the spatialisation of knowledge between the Global North
and the Global South, a process that has been promoting the
dominance of a logic of exclusion in relation to the latter and which,
consequently, has been compromising the legitimacy of the scientific
process.




Paralelamente, as Ciéncias Sociais e as Ciéncias Politicas sdao convocadas
a posicionarem-se enquanto dominios nos quais importa, de forma
ainda mais sensivel, a inclusao de abordagens verdadeiramente globais
que contribuam para a construcao de conhecimentos plurais e
representativos da diversidade epistemolégica inerente aos encontros e
interacoes cada vez mais numerosos entre sociedades e estados.

Assim, enquanto iniciativa conjunta das Unidades de Coordenacao de

Antropologia e de Relacoes Internacionais do ISCSP, a SPRING SCHOOL
pretende constituir-se como um lugar de aprendizagem e de debate
produtivo entre os diversos dominios do conhecimento social e politico,
favorecendo uma abordagem inclusiva que contemple dimensoes
globais e locais do conhecimento, e que valorize a articulacao de saberes
e de praticas produzidos dentro e fora da academia.

Enquanto evento anual, a SPRING SCHOOL surge, assim, como um
convite as comunidades cientificas para que — num ambiente aberto,
vivo, enriquecedor e colaborativo — juntem esforcos e partilhem visoes
que permitam conferir visibilidade e voz aos diversos percursos
epistemoldgicos.

At the same time, Social and Political Sciences are called upon to
position themselves as domains in which it is even more important to
include truly global approaches that contribute to the construction of
plural knowledge, representative of the epistemological diversity
inherent to the increasingly numerous encounters and interactions
between societies and states.

Thus, as a joint initiative of the Coordinating Units of Anthropology and
International Relations of ISCSP, the SPRING SCHOOL aims to be a
place of learning and productive debate between the various fields of
social and political knowledge, favouring an inclusive approach that
includes global and local dimensions of knowledge, and that values the
articulation of knowledge and practices produced inside and outside
the academy.

As an annual event, SPRING SCHOOL appears, therefore, as an
invitation to the scientific communities to join efforts and share visions
- in an open, alive, enriching and collaborative environment - that
foster visibility and voice to the different epistemological paths.

To stimulate contact, discussion and collaboration between students
from different degrees.

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A Primeira Edicdao da SPRING SCHOOL do ISCSP sobre Epistemologias Globais
nas Ciéncias Sociais e Politicas sera dedicada ao tema “Corpos: normativos,
feridos, transgressivos” e decorrera entre os dias 29 e 31 de Marco no ISCSP -
ULisboa. Ao longo dos trés dias, oradores nacionais e internacionais estarao
em estreita articulacdo com os|as estudantes de forma a partilhar e construir
novos horizontes epistemoldgicos indispensaveis a inovacao cientifica e a
investigacao avancada nas ciéncias sociais e politicas.

Nesta Primeira Edicdao, o elemento corpo constitui-se como catalisador de
reflexoes amplas, que conjugam vertentes epistemolégicas miuiltiplas.
Entendido num sentido abrangente e que inclui o corpo humano, assim como

entre oradores(as) convidados(as) e estudantes mediante um formato diverso,
revisitando criticamente as fronteiras entre a arte, o discurso e o
conhecimento.

The First Edition of ISCSP's SPRING SCHOOL on Global Epistemologies
in Social and Political Sciences will be dedicated to the theme "Bodies:
normative, wounded, transgressive” and will take place between 29 and
31 March at ISCSP - ULisboa. During the three days, national and
international speakers will be in close articulation with students in order
to share and build new epistemological horizons which are
indispensable to scientific innovation and advanced research in social
and political sciences.

In this First Edition, the body element is a catalyst for wide-ranging
reflections that bring together multiple epistemological strands.
Understood in a broad sense and including the human body, as well as
the non-human, the animal, the natural and also the digital, the body -
in its normative, wounded and transgressive spheres - represents a
potential basis for theoretical and epistemological debates, ontological
revisions, cultural and transcultural understandings, as well as visual
and imaginary ones. It aims to create a fertile and enabling
environment for plural epistemological and theoretical reflections that
encourage critical and collaborative dialogue between several
disciplinary areas.

The SPRING SCHOOL will be based on an interactive, collaborative and
plural teaching-learning methodology. Therefore, it stimulates a close
contact between guest speakers and students through various formats
critically revisiting the boundaries between art, discourse an
knowledge.
